Invitation to the wrap-around promotional activities of China International Education Exhibition Tour 2014
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Dear partners,

The 19th China International Education Exhibition Tour (CIEET 2014) will be organised by the Chinese Service Center for Scholarly Exchange (CSCSE) from 15 March to 30 March 2014 in seven cities across China, which include Beijing, Chongqing, Zhengzhou, Shanghai, Nanjing, Wuhan and Guangzhou. 

The British Council China will take this opportunity to offer a series of wrap-around promotional opportunities in the leading cities in China to increase the overall impact of the UK pavilion’s promotion and enhance individual institutions’ profiles among the most targeted local audience. 

1) Education UK Exhibition Guide with Subject Specific Advertorials 
[GBP300 for one 148 mm x 210mm (A5) page]
Education UK Exhibition Guide provides a complete list of participating UK institutions in each exhibition leg. The guide is to be distributed to all visitors to the UK pavilion in all the exhibition cities. The 2014 Education UK Exhibition Guide will contain a new chapter introducing subject specific information provided by institutions, which offers a unique opportunity for institutions to promote either their most popular, or new and cutting-edge courses to Chinese students. Detailed content may include a brief introduction to the promoted college, study and research facilities, course structures, entry requirements, academics’ and students’ profiles, alumni achievements, information on living and travel, and scholarships available for Chinese students, etc.
A generic list of popular subjects/courses that can be included in the chapter is as below:

· English Language

· GCSEs, A-levels and equivalents

· Access and foundation

· Applied and pure sciences

· Architecture, building and planning

· Business and administrative studies

· Computer and mathematical sciences

· Creative arts and design

· Engineering and technology

· Health and medicine

· Humanities

· Law and legal studies

· Social studies and communications

· Tourism, travel and hospitality

Each participating institutions will be given an A5 page (148 mm x 210mm) to place an advertorial with the institution’s own branding elements. Institutions can either provide a ready-to-print artwork (preferred) or text and photos with the institution’s branding guidelines for the British Council’s graphic designers to work on. It is suggested that each page should contain the institution’s logo and at least one photo to make the page visually attractive.
The Guide will be produced in Chinese language. British Council China will provide quality translation service on individual institution’s request. 
2) Alumni Gathering Events 
[Quotation to be provided on individual institution’s request]

An alumni gathering event will be a fantastic opportunity for UK institutions to meet, catch up with and network with their own graduates based in China while enjoying nice food, drinks and exciting entertainment. 
British Council China will offer chargeable services to UK institutions to organise customised alumni events around the spring exhibition period. Our Alumni UK membership in China has been increasing at an exponential rate, and we now have over 36,000 members nationwide. Made up of innovators, entrepreneurs and young professionals, they have maintained and developed solid links with the UK upon their return to China. Apart from general event management services, we can utilise our Alumni UK membership database to help institutions identify high-profile alumni in different cities in China and invite targeted alumni to the gathering event. 

The quotations for organising alumni gathering events varies based on the scale of the events and detailed requirements on venue, catering, AV equipment, etc. Detailed quotations can be provided on individual institution’s request.
3) Star Alumni Guest Lectures 
    [GBP400 for one session (no more than 60 minutes)]
A guest lecture delivered by a significant Chinese alumna/alumnus to prospective students can effectively enhance the institution’s profile and give the audience an inspiring insight on how the education experience at this institution helps its students develop a successful career path.

Suitable alumni and lecture themes can either be identified by participating institutions or recommended by local British Council offices through the Alumni UK network. The lectures will be organised at selected local schools or universities based on the themes of the lectures.
Each session should be no more than 60 minutes including Q&A time. Each lecture event will contain no more than three sessions by alumni speakers representing different UK institutions.
            
4) Business School Tour in China
[GBP300 for visit to one local business school] 

There have been significantly increasing demands from local business schools on developing international partnership on business-related joint programmes and overseas study tours for domestic MBA candidates. The Business School Tour will offer a unique opportunity for UK business schools to visit and engage with selected Chinese schools on potential partnership in these fields.
The British Council local offices have identified 12 Chinese business schools from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou and Chongqing, which have shown concrete interests in working with UK partners to develop collaborative relationship. 
Participating UK business schools will be visiting each local school as a group accompanied by at least one British Council China staff. During the visit, each UK school will be given 10 minutes to introduce themselves and then join a group meeting with the local business school’s head representatives to discuss on details of any partnership opportunities.
