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UG-PG mission - July 2014, India 

 Introduction 

British Council concluded a visit to Schools and Higher Education Institutions in cities of Ahmedabad and 

Bhubaneswar. The aim of the mission was to give an opportunity to UK institutions to showcase the courses they 

offer both at Undergraduate and Postgraduate level. 

During the visits, participating delegates had a platform to interact with prospective students, deliver 

presentations about their respective institutions and meet with senior faculty at the local schools/Higher 

Education Institutions. 

Event wise description and report: 

Ahmedabad: 14 to 18 July 2014 

The mission in the city of Ahmedabad included a group of three UK institutions visiting six institutions (schools 

and colleges) in Ahmedabad and Gandhinagar from 15-17 July 2014. The program at each institution comprised 

institute specific presentations made by all the three UK university delegates to the students; a table chair 

exhibition and a discussion with the faculty.

Key highlights of the visits: 

Day One: Visit to M K Secondary & Higher Secondary School 

The university delegates carried out institute specific presentations to the XIth and XIIth grade students of the 

school across the commerce and science streams. The student queries were discussed during the table top 

exhibition held subsequently. More than 220 students attended the exhibition. During the exhibition the students 

enquired about the following courses:
