· Be able to connect best practices with national trends or practices
· Be within reasonable travel distance for a half day programme anchored by accommodation points in London and the South West. 
· Provide catering (breakfast or lunch) and other in-kind assistance.

· Joint bids will be considered favourably. 
· Institutions will be selected to ensure a range of institution types and practices are showcased.
· Trip logistics.

· £2,165 (exc. VAT) for each host university institution (8 max)
· £250 (exc. VAT) for each networking lunch institution (15 max)
· Each IECA member will pay a participatory fee (£750) and cover the cost of their flight and accommodation.
