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UK key facts

* About the UK: The United Kingdom consists of
England, Wales, Scotland (which together make up
Great Britain) and Northern Ireland.

+ Capital cities: The capital city of the UK is London,
which is also the capital of England. For Wales the capital is
Cardiff, for Scotland it is Edinburgh, and for Northern Ireland it
is Belfast.

» Population: The population of the UK is estimated to
be around 64.1 million (England: 53.9 million, Scotland:

5.3 million, Wales: 3 million, Northern Ireland: 1.8 million).

* Land area: The UK is close to 95,000 square miles
(245,000 square kilometres), stretching from the Shetland
Islands off the north coast of Scotland, down to the Isles of
Scilly in south west England, and across the sea to Northern
Ireland.

» Countryside: The UK's long coastline is around
5000 miles (8000 kilometres). The geography ranges from
green meadows and woodland to rugged moorland and
mountains. The highest mountain is Ben Nevis in Scotland at
just over 1340 metres.

« Heritage: The UK has a fascinating history dating
back to 6500 BC. All over the UK you'll find monuments
marking its history, from Stonehenge to Buckingham Palace.
The UK is also home to over 28 cultural and natural UNESCO
World Heritage Sites and Heritage Cities including Edinburgh,
Bath, Canterbury, Chester, Durham, Oxford, Stratford-
upon-Avon and York.

* Economy: The UK is one of the world’s leading
business locations and the number one destination for
inward investment in Europe. The UK is one of the top ten
manufacturers in the world and has the largest industries in
Europe for Life Sciences, ICT and the Creative Industries.

« Language: English is spoken throughout the UK, but
there are other official languages too, such as Welsh, Scots
and Gaelic.
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* Money: The currency of the UK is pounds sterling.

 Religion: The main religion in the UK is Christianity.
However, the UK is a multi-faith society where other religions
are widely welcomed and accepted.

+ Government: The United Kingdom is a parliamentary
democracy — this means that the government is elected by the
people. There is an election once every five years. The Prime
Minister leads the government with the support of the cabinet
and ministers. The UK is a member of the European Union.

As well as the central UK government, there are three
‘devolved administrations’ for Scotland, Wales and Northern
Ireland. They are responsible for many domestic policy issues
such as health, education, culture, the environment and
transport.

« The royal family: The Queen is Head of State in
the United Kingdom. As a constitutional monarch, Her Majesty
does not ‘rule’ the country, but the royal family fulfils important
ceremonial and formal roles with respect to Government.

» Law: There may be some differences between
the law in your country and the law in the UK. For example,
in the UK:

» You must not use or carry any illegal drugs,
including cannabis, ecstasy, LSD or amphetamines.

» Itis illegal to carry self-defence CS gas sprays,
guns or stun guns. There are also very strict laws and penalties
around carrying knives.

» You must be aged 18 or over to buy tobacco
and alcohol.

» Itisillegal to drive a car without the correct driving
license and without car insurance. Driving under the influence
of drugs or alcohol is a serious offence.

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The UK school system

Primary education is for children aged four or five up
to 11 or 13. Terms you might hear are primary school, infant
school, junior school, pre preparatory (pre-prep) school and
preparatory (prep) school.

Aged 11/13 to 16, pupils go to a senior school or
secondary school and take their GCSEs, International
Baccalaureate Middle Years programme, or Scottish Standard
Grades.

Aged 16-18, pupils can enter the sixth-form and
take A-levels, International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme
or Scottish Highers and Advanced Highers to prepare for
university or college. They can also choose to do vocational
qualifications.

Qualifications

Schools and colleges offer students the opportunity to
gain qualifications in many areas of study at different ages and
at different levels.

In England, Wales and Northern Ireland the main
academic qualifications offered are:

+ General Certificate of Secondary Education (GCSEs)

* International General Certificate of Secondary
Education (IGCSEs)

* A-level

» Advanced International Certificate of Education

* International Baccalaureate Diploma

» Cambridge Pre-U.

GCSEs and IGCSEs are usually studied by students
when they are 14-16 years old. The other qualifications are
usually studied by students who are 16-18 years old.

The qualifications in Scotland are different from those
in the rest of the UK. Most international students at schools
in Scotland take Scottish Standard Grades at age 16 and
then Scottish Highers and Advanced Highers at 16-18. The
International Baccalaureate Diploma is offered at an increasing
number of schools and colleges. Some also offer vocational
A- and AS-levels or the Cambridge Pre-U. Independent
colleges also offer foundation courses and one year courses
to retake A-levels and sometimes to prepare for English
examinations.

Schools and colleges will normally also prepare
students for any additional examinations they may need for
university entry.

In addition, many schools and colleges offer a range
of vocational and career-based courses. These include the
BTEC/Edexcel First Diploma (an initial vocational qualification),
the BTEC/Edexcel National Diploma (designed for students
who are looking for education and training related to the
workplace and vocational A-levels).

What are the quality assurance
and registration procedures?

All schools - whether they are state or independent -
have to be registered with the government education
departments in England and Wales, or Scotland or Northern
Ireland. Education departments lay down minimum standards
of facilities and teaching and can enforce them.

All schools are regularly inspected by the Office for
Standards in Education, Children’s Services and Skills (OFSTED)
or by the Independent Schools Inspectorate. In addition,
OFSTED inspects boarding facilities to ensure that they meet
national standards.

Independent colleges can choose to join the Council
for Independent Further and Higher Education (CIFE). CIFE
colleges are inspected and accredited by the British
Accreditation Council for Independent Further and Higher
Education (BAC).

Since 2009, all education providers who cater for
international students must be registered as an approved
education provider by the UK Border Agency. The list of
approved education providers can be found at www.ukba.

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Feel at home in the UK
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Accommodation

Younger boarding school pupils live with others in
a boarding house, sharing a bedroom or dormitory with up to
six others. Each pupil has a small area of their own which can
be personalised, together with their own cupboard and
wardrobe. Girls and boys stay in separate accommodation, and
at least one house parent lives on the premises to look after
you and care for your needs. Older boarders usually have their
own private bedroom, or share with just one other. You might
also have your own private bathroom or washing facilities.
Most boarding houses have communal areas where you can
relax, socialise and watch television. Some have a small kitchen
area too.

An international environment

UK schools are a wonderful mix of pupils of all faiths
and cultures. Each year, over 26,000 children and teenagers
from all over the world come to the UK for their schooling,
joining local pupils from England, Northern Ireland, Scotland
and Wales. Living alongside your fellow students, can be a real
bonding experience. Living and learning in this international
environment, you'll start to understand other cultures as you
make friends from all around the world. And of course, while
you settle into life in the UK, you can still keep in touch with
home.

Religion and faith

The UK is a multi-faith society, where all major religions
are practised and celebrated. Christianity is the largest religion,
followed by Islam, Hinduism, Sikhism, Judaism and Buddhism;
about a quarter of the population is not religious. Most UK
schools have a prayer room for students of different religions
Many schools allow you to adapt your uniform according to
your religious dress code, for example you may be able to
wear a hijab, turban or cross. Ask your chosen school about
this before you apply.

Disabilities and special
educational needs

There is a lot of support in the UK for students with
disabilities and special educational needs. Most join mainstream
schools, colleges and universities, but there are also education
centres for children and adults needing additional support.
Before you apply, talk to the schools you are interested in about
your needs, and find out what support they can offer you.

Food, glorious food

People in the UK love international food. In fact, the UK's
favourite dish is curry! Most schools cater for different diets
such as vegetarian, halal, kosher and vegan. Most offer dishes
from around the world as part of their regular menu too.

Best buddies

Many schools have ‘buddy’ or mentoring schemes for
new pupils. This means that as a new pupil you're paired up
with a fellow student who has been at the school for some
time, and will help you to settle in. The staff will also show
you around the school and run an induction session to make
you feel at home.

When choosing a school, you may want to ask yourself
questions such as:
* |Is the school in a safe, pleasant area?
* Are there any charges for tuition or boarding?
What do the fees cover and what additional costs will
| have to meet?
* Has the school performed well in exam results
and government inspections?
» Does the school have a welcoming,
friendly atmosphere?

» Does the school have strong pastoral care
procedures?
* Does the school offer what | need in terms of
subjects and activities?
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Finding a school

On the Education UK website www. educationuk.org/
thailand ,you can search through hundreds of UK boarding
schools. Simply choose ‘Boarding schools” and click ‘search for
boarding school now’ at the top of the page and
start looking!

Applying to a school

You should apply a year in advance if possible, but if
you have left it later than that it is still worth enquiring - just
email or ring the admissions offices at the schools you are
interested in. It is best to start in September (the start of the
academic year in the UK), so that you
begin at the same time as the local students. However, don't
worry if you can't apply that far in advance or start in
September — some schools are very flexible.

Can | visit schools before | enrol?

Every UK school has its own unique atmosphere and
facilities. If you can, it's a good idea to visit the schools you are
interested in before you apply. Nearly all schools hold ‘open
days’ - these are often held in autumn (September, October
and November) but you might also find them at other times
of the year. On an open day, you can meet the teachers and
other staff, look around the school premises, visit the local
villages and towns, and meet other pupils. In some schools,
you can even stay overnight in a boarding house and take part
in a ‘taster day’ of classes before you enrol.
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Health safety and support
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UK schools take student safety and welfare very
seriously and aim to help you feel safe, happy and at ease.

Every school must undergo rigorous inspection by
government-appointed bodies — such ISI (the Independent
Schools Inspectorate) and Ofsted — in order to be able to
receive pupils, and inspection reports are published online.
These bodies check the quality of the teaching,
accommodation, facilities, student care and more.

During your time at school, your wellbeing is the
responsibility of your houseparents. Houseparents are
members of staff who live in the same house as you, look after
you —and make sure you are behaving yourselfl You can go to
your houseparent for advice or support whenever you need it.

Teachers are there to inspire you in classes and
offer you lots of academic support. If you have any concerns
about your schoolwork, don't hesitate to talk to them. They will
want to make sure you are happy and getting the most out of
your lessons.

For medical care, most schools have a medical centre
and resident nurse. They will arrange for you to be registered
with a doctor, dentist and any other healthcare providers as
appropriate.

Health Surcharge

All nationals from outside of Europe, including Thailand,
coming to live in the UK for longer than six months will be
required to pay a ‘health surcharge’ in order to gain access
to the UK's National Health Service (NHS).

Guardians for children under 16

All children under the age of 16 should have a guardian.
This should be someone resident in the UK, normally over the
age of 25, who can care for them if they are suddenly ill, or
during vacations, half terms and exeat weekend if they cannot
go home. Most schools insist that a guardian is appointed.
However, in Scotland, this is a requirement in all schools.
More information on guardianship can be obtained from the
Independent Schools Council (www.isc.co.uk).
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Costs

Before you begin your studies, think carefully about the
costs and how you will finance your studies. Each school sets
its own fees. Boarding fees generally cover accommodation,
food and drink, laundry, etc. You may, however, need to pay
extra for uniforms, books, and for trips and excursions outside
of the school. Ask the school what their fees cover, and what
you will need to pay for yourself.

 For independent boarding schools, you need to pay
for tuition and boarding. The average fee for younger pupils is
just over £6,000 per term. For sixth form, it may be more than
£9,000.

« For state boarding schools, only UK pupils and Eu-
ropean Economic Area pupils are accepted. Tuition is free of
charge, but you need to pay for boarding. Fees are about half
of those in the independent sector, ranging from £2,000 to
£4,000 per term.

Other costs to think about are:

 Travel to the UK

* Health and travel insurance

* Pocket money for sweets, comics, trips to the
cinema, etc.

Scholarship and financial support

Approximately 27% of students at independent schools
received some help with their fees from the schools (ISC
Census 2012). A scholarship is a fee reduction given for
excellence in a particular activity, such as academic work or
music. A bursary is financial support for pupils who cannot af-
ford the fees. Competition for scholarships, bursaries and
funding can be strong, but it is worth finding out what is
available. You can search for scholarships at
www.educationuk.org/thailand Go to the ‘Find your UK

education’ tool at the top of the page and select ‘Scholarships’.

This tool does not list all UK scholarships, but it is an excellent
place to start.

VISAs

Many international pupils need a visa to be able to
study in the United Kingdom. This depends on your nationality
and immigration status. UK visas are managed by the
UK Border Agency. You can find out if you need a visa at
www.ukba.homeoffice.gov.uk

When should | apply for a visa?

It is important to prepare and apply well before you
intend to begin your course. Many students do not realise how
long the process will take, and do not leave enough time.

Your application may require you to:

* have certain vaccinations or — if you are coming

from a tuberculosis high-risk area — a chest x-ray;

+ produce documents showing your finances

and qualifications;
« attend an interview or a biometric test;
« take an English language test.

You can apply for a visa up to three months before the
start of your course, but it's a good idea to do your research
and plan what you need to do before that, if you can.

You should get a decision on your visa within three
weeks. Check the UK Visas and Immigration guide to
processing times to find out how long it might take to get
a visa in your country.

What kind of visa do | need?

The following two visas are suitable for students who
want to do a short course, or an 11-month English language
course:

+ Child visitor visa: You can apply if you are 17 years
old or under, and you want to study in the UK for up to
six months.

+ Student visitor visa: You can apply if you are
18 years old or over, and you want to study in the UK for up to
six months. If you want to join an English language course, you
can apply for an extended student visitor visa to stay for up to
11 months.

The following two visas allow you to do a longer course
in the UK:

« Tier 4 (Child) student visa: You can apply if you
are between 4 and 17 years old. If you are between 4 and
15 years old, you must be coming to the UK to be educated
at an independent, fee-paying school.

+ Tier 4 (General) student visa: You can apply if you
want to study in the UK and you are aged 16 or over, and
meet certain eligibility requirements.
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Studying at a UK school isn't just about life on campus.
It's also a chance to discover the UK’s unique culture and
heritage. Many schools organise lots of trips and activities for
you to enjoy. These activities are supervised by adults, and are
often included in the course fee.

Across England, Wales, Northern Ireland and Scotland
you can see history all around you, and you are never far
from an ancient castle, grand country house or picturesque
old village. The UK's countryside is breath-taking: you will
find snow-topped mountains and rolling green hills, flowery
meadows and ancient forests, sandy beaches and islands.
