Introduction and Background to the Project / Programme

Also, as part of its wider education strategy, LASG has set out to comprehensively restructure the TVET system within the state and are seeking prospective investors and collaborators to lend their expertise or resources, set up vocational training centres, and help infuse global best practices into the Lagos State TVET system.

Following a briefing meeting in London on 5th June 2018 where the opportunity was shared with a number of stakeholders, this call for proposals is a designed to facilitate partnerships between UK institutions and the Lagos State Government focused on institution/organisation in the higher education or TVET sector within the state.
The partnership will take any of the following formats:

1. Provision of technical expertise and/or infrastructure to support specific education models.
2. Setting up a University in the state (Branch Campus)

3. Technical support and resources to set up the Lagos State ODL University
4. The set up of TVET Centres in the priority areas identified by the State.
5. Technical expertise to design programs, 
6. Training 
7. Partnerships to award joint degrees where appropriate.
