British Council

e Going forward, British Council will consider more international schools during the
international schools tour.

UK Institutions

e |t is suggested that institutions invite their alumni to sit with them at their stands and share
real life experiences with the prospective applicants

e |t is suggested that institutions read the Exhibition Handbook and also take note of their
itinerary provided in their welcome pack and emails sent ahead of time

e Many visitors commented that scholarships opportunities were very low. We recommend
institutions to look at ways of providing some sort of scholarship or discount and highlight
these during future exhibitions

The above points, though important, should not detract from what was a successful exhibition.
The upcoming exhibition (Currently Scheduled for February 2019) will build upon the lessons
learned and prove even more popular. We hope to see you there!
