Coaching: UK-Russia University Alliance Early Career Researchers 
1. Purpose Statement:
· The purpose of the work is to provide professional development support to Early Career Researchers (ECR) from Russia via a limited number of coaching sessions for 3 ECR from the cohort that are undertaking the course delivered by University of York in Feb 2021. Coaching sessions to take place in March 2021 
2. Scope of work 
The British Council intends to contract a UK supplier to provide the following: 
· The preparation and delivery of 3 x 1.5 hours coaching sessions for up to 3 ECR. (4.5hours in total for each selected ECR)  

· To provide these sessions in English Language 

· To deliver these sessions as soon as the University of York course has been completed and to hold the final session before 19 March, or before  
· To identify and use a psychometric testing process/methodology for each selected ECR

· To submit a written report to be submitted no later than one week after the final session or the 20 March to have been completed, which includes recommendations of areas for professional development in which the British Council could support ECR engage with UK. 

3. Profile of the successful bidder
The successful bidder will be required to demonstrate, at a minimum:

· A professional qualification, or relevant experience, in coaching skills 

· An understanding of science funding and/or international science collaboration processes

· The operating context in Russia for international education and science
