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Summary:

Thematic webinars were launched in September 2020 and it offered an opportunity for UK institutions
to engage with prospective students through online media. During the webinars UK academics or
international offices interacted directly with students from renowned institutions across India to deliver
webinars on a range of themes which are either popular or growing in demand in India.

Format:

The thematic webinars were hosted by the British Council through live stream sessions in 2020-21.
Each thematic session was for an hour and maximum three UK HEIs were invited to present Each
speaker had 15 minutes to talk about the topic and promote their institution (existing international
study/ professional development/career advice/placement/internship opportunities etc.) to
prospective students as per their strategic needs and recruitment objectives.

(equivalent to A levels)
e Postgraduate subjects’ audience were prospective students from Indian HEIs
Reach:

We hosted 18 webinars on various themes with 22 participating UK HEIs and reaching a highly curated
and focused audience of more than 7000 students.

Webinar promotion:

Each webinar was promoted through the British Council’s channels and local networks across the
whole country and had paid promotions on digital marketing platforms, including social media to
engage with target audience and promote the UK HEIs more widely.
