The British Council is seeking university and college partners to deliver part of our successful 9/11 Summer Camp programme in 2013. The 9/11 Summer Camp is offered as part of a suite of programmes funded through the 9/11 Scholarships Fund. Managed by the British Council, the 9/11 Scholarships Fund provides full  tuition and maintenance funding to support the children or dependents of 9/11 victims to study in the UK from the Bachelors through to Doctoral level, including study abroad. 

The 9/11 Summer Camp programme brings twenty-five 15-17 year olds to the UK each year in a ten day immersive programme designed to raise their awareness of UK culture and education. 
We are seeking proposals from university’s interested in partnering with the British Council to deliver 1-3 days of creative and inspiring programming for this audience this summer.  The British Council will choose multiple institutions to host portions of the Summer Camp between Wednesday-Saturday, 7-17 August 2013. 

This programme is fully funded by the 9/11 Scholarships Fund.

Background:

The UK 9/11 Scholarships Fund was established jointly by the World Trade Centre Disaster Fund and the British Council.  It seeks to award scholarships to children or dependants of victims of the 9/11 attacks for study at higher or further education institutions in the UK. 
The UK Summer Camp originated thanks to generous donations from the World Trade Centre Disaster Fund and the UK toy manufacturer Merrythought Ltd and is organised by The British Council as part of the UK 9/11 Scholarships Fund.

Created to enable more students to benefit from the 9/11 Fund, the UK Summer Camp, now in its fourth year, gives 25 US teenagers the opportunity to experience the cultural and educational opportunities of the UK first-hand.  Over the course of ten days, the 15 to 17 year olds are introduced to further and higher education opportunities in the UK through visits to selected colleges and universities, whilst immersing themselves in British culture through visits to popular sites and attractions.

Purpose:
The Summer Camp is designed to inspire the teenagers to examine and understand different cultures and educational opportunities, and to expand their global perspective.  It aims to increase the uptake of the more substantive scholarship programme and change educational perceptions.  
Courses of study available to students via the Fund include three or four-year undergraduate courses, postgraduate courses, one year of study abroad, or a semester abroad at accredited institutions in the UK.

What it achieves:
The Summer Camp brings together teens with backgrounds as diverse as America itself as the parents they have lost will run the social and economic spectrum.  It engenders confidence and self-belief in the individual and opens their mind to the educational possibilities on offer in the UK.

The Summer Camp provides opportunities for profile raising through media coverage of the Summer Camp via blogs and newspaper articles that confirm the successful delivery of the programme while highlighting the participating institutions roles in it.
